Are we ready to begin rebuilding? 
While the pandemic is not over 
and we need to continue to be 
careful with our health and our 
watchfulness, perhaps we should 
begin to think of what our next 
steps are.  We have learned that 
the “outreach” through live stream-
ing on Facebook has been suc-
cessful.  We have learned that our 
hands are as sacred as our tongue 
in receiving Holy Communion.  We 
have learned that we can give 
“signs” of peace in more ways than 
a handshake.  The pandemic has 
forced us to go “back to the ba-
sics.”  Where do we go from 
here?  The parish is contracting 
with “Communio,” a digitally fo-
cused evangelization program to 
help us reach out to the huge num-
ber of people entering our parish 
boundaries with little or no reli-
gious background.  Realistically, 
some (I hope not too many) will 
never come back to Annunciation 
or to any Catholic Church.  But 
there is a huge number of people 
that we are not reaching.  I think 
this is our next step.
