Pastoral Reflections….from Fr. Charles  
 

I ended last week’s reflection with “What do we do?  We are in 
an ‘Apostolic Moment’ once again in the history of Christiani-
ty.  That is a major undertaking. What does Archbishop Aquila 
propose that we do as we prepare to return to the ways of the 
apostles? First of all, you will be hearing the prayer to Saint Jo-
seph at every Mass.  We have it as part of the prayer of the faith-
ful.  This is the Year of Saint Joseph. We need help. We ask St. 
Joseph to help us. Secondly, the Archbishop is calling us to read 
all the four Gospels during this Lenten season.  All four: Mat-
thew, Mark, Luke, and John. An ambitious undertaking. The rea-
son/plan is to encounter – or re-encounter – the vision of the 
Gospel.  This will help us to see the world events and our local 
issues in the light of the Gospel.  Thirdly, prayer and fast-
ing.  This includes the prayer for the intercession of Saint Jo-
seph.  But more than that, it is the way for us to have a deeper 
relationship with Jesus.  Prayer will open us to a personal en-
counter with Jesus and make Jesus a partner and a confident in 
our project. I suggest the rosary and personal, private, quiet 
prayer.  I suggest conversation with God.  And then also fasting 
will make us hunger for Jesus and for a world that is filled with 
the Gospel. And finally, proclaim the truth and do not shy away 
from conflict. Let’s form our minds and hearts on the Gospel and 
not on podcasts, blogs and social media. And when we disagree 
with people, the Archbishop points out that there is a distinctly 
Christian way to approach those who do not agree with us. We 
approach them with charity in our hearts and not with anger and 
violence and aggressiveness. The Archbishop’s vision for the 
Archdiocese of Denver is one that has its roots in the visit of 
Pope Saint John Paul II to Denver for World Youth Day in 1993 
when the Archdiocese of Denver became the world center of the 
New Evangelization, not only in the United States. The time has 
come.  It is time for us to enter a new, post-Christian, era and 
make the Gospel of Jesus Christ the new vision in our post 
Christian world. It is an apostolic moment. It is our project for 
Lent 2021.

Lenten Fasting and Abstinence     

 Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are obligatory days of 
fasting and abstinence for Catholics. In addition, Fridays 
during Lent are obligatory days of abstinence.  For mem-
bers of the Latin Catholic Church, the norms on fasting are 
obligatory from age 18 until age 59. When fasting, a per-
son is permitted to eat one full meal, as well as two small-
er meals that toge-ther are not equal to a full meal. The 
norms concerning abstinence from meat are binding upon 
members of the Latin Catholic Church from age 14 on-

wards.  

Ayuno y Abstinencia Cuaresmal    

El Miércoles de Ceniza y el Viernes Santo son días obligatorios de 

ayuno y abstinencia para los católicos. Además, los viernes durante la 

Cuaresma son días obligatorios de abstinencia.  Para los miembros de 

la Iglesia de rito latino, las normas son obligatorias desde la edad de 

18 años hasta los 59. Cuando se ayuna, se le permite a la persona 

comer una comida completa, así como dos comidas más pequeñas 

que juntas no equivalgan a una comida completa. Las normas sobre la 

abstinencia de carne son obligatorios para los miembros de la iglesia 

católica de rito latino desde los 14 años en adelante.
