Pastoral Reflections….from Archbishop Gomez 
 

Our bishops are in the process of writing a document on the 
meaning of the Eucharist in the life of the church.  Archbishop 
Gomez, president of the U.S. Conference of Catholic Bishops, 
said in a statement: “As bishops, our desire is to deepen out 
=rpeople’s awareness of this great mystery of faith, and to 
awaken their amazement at this divine gift, in which we have 
communion with the living God.  That is our pastoral purpose in 
writing this document.”  The news media has not accurately re-
ported the bishop’s decision.  But here are some facts that we 
need to be aware of.  First of all, the document will include a 
section on the Church’s teaching on the responsibility of EVERY 
Catholic, including bishops, to live in accordance with the truth, 
goodness and beauty in the Eucharist we celebrate. Here are 
some commonly asked questions (and answers, as given by the 
Conference of Bishops): 
Why are the bishops doing this now? 
For some time now, a major concern of the bishops has been 
the declining belief and understanding of the Eucharist among 
the Catholic faithful. This was a deep enough concern, that the 
theme of the bishops’ strategic plan for 2021-2024 is Created 
Anew by the Body and Blood of Christ: Source of Our Healing 
and Hope. This important document on the Eucharist will serve 
as a foundation for the multi-year Eucharistic Revival Project, a 
major national effort to reignite Eucharistic faith in our country. It 
was clear from the intensity and passion expressed in the indi-
vidual interventions made by the bishops during last week’s 
meeting that each bishop deeply loves the Eucharist. 
Did the bishops vote to ban politicians from receiving Holy 
Communion? 
No, this was not up for vote or debate. The bishops made no 
decision about barring anyone from receiving Holy Communion. 
Each Catholic - regardless of whether they hold public office or 
not - is called to continual conversion, and the U.S. bishops 
have repeatedly emphasized the obligation of all Catholics to 
support human life and dignity and other fundamental principles 
of Catholic moral and social teaching.  
Are the bishops going to issue a national policy on with-
holding Communion from politicians? 
No. There will be no national policy on withholding Communion 
from politicians. The intent is to present a clear understanding of 
the Church’s teachings to bring heightened awareness among 
the faithful of how the Eucharist can transform our lives and 
bring us closer to our creator and the life he wants for us.  
Did the Vatican tell the bishops not to move forward on 
drafting the document? 
No. The Holy See did encourage the bishops to engage in dia-
logue and broad consultation. Last week’s meeting was the first 
part of that process. It is important to note that collaboration 
and consultation among the bishops will be key in the drafting of 
this document.

Pastoral Reflections….from Fr. Charles  

At weddings and funerals when I know that there are a large 
number of non-Catholic people present, I always try to make 
sure that people know that the Eucharist is extremely precious 
and important to Catholics. To receive the Eucharist means 
that we are united with the faith and the practices of the Cath-
olic Church. I tell the people that only “practicing Catholics” 
should receive Holy Communion and others are welcome to 
come forward with crossed arms to receive a blessing. Never-
theless, there are always some people in the communion line 
who have no idea about the Eucharist, how to receive the Eu-
charist, or why they are in the Communion line. What is really 
sad is that some of these people are “Catholic” in name (they 
were baptized and received their first communion and even 
confirmation). Just what is a “practicing Catholic”?  A practic-
ing Catholic is someone who lives according to the command-
ments of the Catholic Church.  What are those command-
ments (commonly called “The Precepts of the Church”)?  (1) 
Assisting at Mass on Sundays and Holy Days of Obligation; 
(2) Confession once a year; (3) Receive Holy Communion at 
least during the Easter season; (4) Observing the prescribed 
days of fasting and abstinence; (5) Observing the marriage 
laws of the Church; (6) Contributing to the support of the 
Church.  This is the “bottom line” or the minimum of being a 
“practicing Catholic.” Being a Catholic involves much more, 
but this is these are the minimum precepts.  
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En las bodas y funerales cuando sé que hay un gran número de 
personas no católicas presentes, siempre trato de asegurarme 
de que la gente sepa que la Eucaristía es extremadamente pre-
ciosa e importante para los católicos. Recibir la Eucaristía signifi-
ca que estamos unidos con la fe y las prácticas de la Iglesia 
Católica. Le digo a la gente que sólo los "católicos practicantes" 
deben recibir la Sagrada Comunión y otros son bienvenidos a 
presentarse con los brazos cruzados para recibir una bendición. 
Sin embargo, siempre hay algunas personas en la línea de co-
munión que no tienen idea acerca de la Eucaristía, cómo recibir 
la Eucaristía, o por qué están en la línea de comunión. Lo que es 
realmente triste es que algunas de estas personas son 
"católicas" de nombre (fueron bautizados y recibieron su primera 
comunión e incluso confirmación). ¿Qué es un "católico practi-
cante"?  Un católico practicante es alguien que vive de acuerdo 
con los mandamientos de la Iglesia Católica. ¿Cuáles son esos 
mandamientos (comúnmente llamados "Los Preceptos de la  
Iglesia")?  (1) Asistir a la Misa los domingos y días santos de 
obligación; 2) Confesión una vez al año; (3) Recibir la Sagrada 
Comunión al menos durante la temporada de Pascua; (4) Ob-
servar los días prescritos de ayuno y abstinencia; (5) Observar 
las leyes matrimoniales de la Iglesia; (6) Contribuir al apoyo de 
la Iglesia.  Esto es en "resumidas cuentas" lo mínimo de ser un 
"católico practicante". Ser católico implica mucho más, pero es-
tos son los preceptos mínimos.
