Pastoral Reflection: From Archbishop Aquila (Part 2)

This crisis of faith exists today, and we are called to believe.
We are called to put our faith in Jesus Christ and in his word.
When Jesus, in John 6, asks the Twelve if they, too, want to
leave after listening to him, Peter responds, “Lord, to whom
shall we go? You have the words of eternal life, and we have
believed, and have come to know that you are the Holy One of
God” (Jn 6:67-69). How | desire for that faith, that love, that
confidence to burn in the heart of every believer! In acknowl-
edging the crisis of faith and that the crisis extends to lack of
faith in the real presence of Jesus in the Eucharist, we must
ask the Lord, what must we do? In the Bread of Life discourse,
Jesus says, ‘It is written in the Prophets, ‘And they will all be
taught by God.’ Everyone who has heard and learned from the
Father comes to me” (Jn 6:45). When we were praying and
discerning Jesus’ plan for the Eucharistic Revival in the Arch-
diocese of Denver, my attention was drawn first to the Bread
of Life discourse in John 6 and then to the story of the disci-
ples on the road to Emmaus in Luke 24. In my heart | heard
the words, “Let Jesus be the teacher.” | cannot stress enough
how important it is for us during this Eucharistic Revival to
have frequent recourse to these two passages and to ap-
proach them with the heart of a true disciple. | am convicted
that Jesus desires to teach each one of us and reveal his Eu-
charistic mystery more deeply. In John 6, we encounter Jesus’
direct teaching on the Eucharist. If anyone would question
whether the Church’s teaching accurately represents Jesus’
own teaching, look no further than this chapter where Jesus
says: ‘I am the living bread that came down from heaven. If
anyone eats this bread, he will live forever. And the bread that
| will give for the life of the world is my flesh...Truly, truly, | say
to you, unless you eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink
his blood, you have no life in you. Whoever feeds on my flesh
and drinks my blood has eternal life, and | will raise him up on
the last day. For my flesh is true food and my blood is true
drink.” (Jn 6:51, 53-56) Jesus is emphatic in his teaching and
consistent in his claims. It is difficult to understand how a be-
liever reading this passage could come away with a different
understanding of the Eucharist than what the Church teaches.
If they did, their conclusions must be drawn from a flat experi-
ence of the sacrament or a lack of belief that God is faithful to
his word. Jesus states clearly, “The words that | have spoken
to you are spirit and life. But there are some of you who do not
believe” (Jn 6:63b-64). Today we are witnessing a very beau-
tiful and public questioning and reflecting on John 6 by several
courageous and deeply faithful non-Catholic Christian pastors.
Most notably, Francis Chan, an evangelical pastor, has been
very open about his journey with the Lord and his growing
understanding of John 6. The most beautiful part of the story is
that it is Jesus’ own teaching in the Gospel which moves
Chan’s heart and inspires him to press deeper into the mys-
tery Jesus is revealing. (To be continued next week in Part 3)

Reflexiones Pastorales... De P. Carlos
Reflexion pastoral: del arzobispo Aquila (Parte 2)

Esta crisis de fe existe hoy, y estamos llamados a creer. Esta-
mos llamados a poner nuestra fe en Jesucristo y en su pala-
bra. Cuando Jesus, en Juan 6, pregunta a los Doce si ellos
también quieren irse después de escucharlo, Pedro responde:
"Sefior, ¢a quién iremos? Tu tienes palabras de vida eterna, y
nosotros hemos creido, y hemos llegado a saber que tu eres
el Santo de Dios" (Jn 6:67-69). jComo deseo que esa fe, ese
amor, esa confianza ardan en el corazon de cada creyente!
Al reconocer la crisis de fe y que la crisis se extiende a la falta
de fe en la presencia real de JesUs en la Eucaristia, debemos
preguntar al Sefior, ;qué debemos hacer? En el discurso del
Pan de Vida, Jesus dice: "Esta escrito en los Profetas: 'Y to-
dos ellos seran ensefiados por Dios'. Todo el que ha escu-
chado y aprendido del Padre viene a mi» (Jn 6, 45). Cuando
estabamos orando y discerniendo el plan de Jesus para el
avivamiento eucaristico en la Arquidiécesis de Denver, mi
atencion se dirigié primero al discurso del Pan de Vida en
Juan 6 y luego a la historia de los discipulos en el camino a
Emadus en Lucas 24. En mi corazén escuché las palabras:
"Deja que Jesus sea el maestro". No puedo subrayar lo sufi-
ciente lo importante que es para nosotros, durante este
avivamiento eucaristico, recurrir con frecuencia a estos dos
pasajes y abordarlos con el corazén de un verdadero
discipulo. Estoy convencido de que JesUs desea ensefiarnos
a cada uno de nosotros y revelar mas profundamente su mis-
terio eucaristico. En Juan 6, encontramos la ensefianza direc-
ta de JesUs sobre la Eucaristia. Si alguien cuestionara sila
ensefianza de la Iglesia representa con precision la propia
ensefianza de JesuUs, No busque mas alla de este capitulo
donde Jesus dice: "Yo soy el pan vivo que descendié del cie-
lo. Si alguien come este pan, vivira para siempre. Y el pan que
daré por la vida del mundo es mi carne... De cierto, de cierto
os digo: a menos que comas la carne del Hijo del Hombre y
bebas su sangre, no tienes vida en ti. El que se alimenta de
mi carne y bebe mi sangre tiene vida eterna, y yo lo resucitaré
en el ultimo dia. Porque mi carne es verdadera comida y mi
sangre es verdadera bebida". (Jn 6,51.53-56) Jesus es enfati-
€0 en su ensefianza y consistente en sus afirmaciones. Es
dificil entender como un creyente que lee este pasaje podria
salir con una comprension diferente de la Eucaristia que lo
que ensefia la Iglesia. Si lo hicieron, sus conclusiones deben
extraerse de una experiencia plana de la Santa Cena o de la
falta de creencia de que Dios es fiel a su palabra. Jesus dice
claramente: "Las palabras que os he hablado son espiritu y
vida. Pero hay algunos de vosotros que no creen» (Jn 6,63b-
64). Hoy estamos presenciando un cuestionamiento y reflex-
ion muy hermoso y publico sobre Juan 6 por parte de varios
pastores cristianos no catélicos valientes y profundamente
fieles. En particular, Francis Chan, un pastor evangélico, ha
sido muy abierto sobre su viaje con el Sefior y su creciente
comprension de Juan 6. La parte mas hermosa de la historia
es que es la propia ensefianza de Jesus en el Evangelio lo
que mueve el corazén de Chan y lo inspira a profundizar en el
misterio que Jesus esta revelando. (Continuara la proxima
