Pastoral Reflections...from Fr. Charles

This Sunday we end Catholic Schools Week. Annun-
ciation Parish has a Catholic School. Itis YOUR
school. For over 100 years. It was at one time a grade
school and a high school. The high school closed in
1968, just before the Capuchins came here. We have
a full pre-schoolm elementary school and middle
school. What does it mean to be a Catholic school?
Catholic school education is rooted in the conviction
that human beings have a transcendent destiny. We
know that there is a life after this life. We believe that
education for the whole person must form the spiritual,
intellectual, physical, psychological, social, moral, aes-
thetic, and religious capacities of each child. We edu-
cate the whole person. And statistics show that we do
a great job...better than public schools. It's a fact. The
government does not control us or tell us what to
teach. We believe in God. We believe in Catholic val-
ues, in the ten commandments, and in the teachings of
the Catholic Church. We teach this. And we pray. We
celebrate the saints and important events in the life of
Jesus and Mary. A Catholic learning environment pro-
vides a space for the child to become closer to their
faith and to God. In a Catholic school setting, educa-
tors are more than just instructors, they are servant
leaders who proclaim God's message and Gospel val-
ues in word and in action. Christis our model. The
goal of a Catholic education is to help children mature
into Christ-like people who love God and care for oth-
ers. Why attend a Catholic school? To learn, guard,
and protect our Catholic values and traditions. To re-
ceive a complete education and the best education
possible for your child or any child. That's why. Why
am | saying all this? Because you should be proud of
our/your Annunciation Catholic School. The Archdio-
cese of Denver is proud of our school. They support
us totally. We began as a school for immigrants and
for families who could not afford a Catholic Education,
and we continue in that mission. | know there are
some of you who live right next to another Catholic
School and are sending your kids there. That's abso-
lutely fine. I am glad to give you a recommendation for
that Catholic School, too. But | want all of you to think
about, pray about, and support our Annunciation Cath-
olic school by spreading the word and by sending your
children, grandchildren, nephews, nieces... to YOUR
school. Annunciation Catholic School is a prophetic
school. We teach, live, and proclaim the truth...the
whole truth. Please spread the word.
