Pastoral Reflections...from Fr. Charles

Three great feasts take place every Lenten Season: March
19 is the Solemnity of Saint Joseph; March 25 is the Solemnity
of the Annunciation (this year it is moved to April 8 because
March 25 falls in Holy Week); and March 17 is the “memorial”
of Saint Patrick. The memorial of Saint Patrick is celebrated
worldwide because of the great influence of the Irish mission-
aries. It is celebrated with parades and lots of parties. Bishops
have been known to dispense Catholics from Lenten pen-
ances on the feastday of Saint Patrick. Who was Saint Pat-
rick? Legends about Patrick abound; but truth is best served
by our seeing two solid qualities in him: He was humble and
he was courageous. The determination to accept suffering and
success with equal indifference guided the life of God’s instru-
ment for winning most of Ireland for Christ. Details of his life
are uncertain. Patrick may have been born in Dunbarton,
Scotland, Cumberland, England, or in northern Wales. He
called himself both a Roman and a Briton. At 16, he and a
large number of his father’s slaves were captured by Irish raid-
ers and sold as slaves in Ireland. After six years Patrick es-
caped, probably to France, and later returned to Britain at the
age of 22. His captivity brought about a spiritual conversion.
He probably studied in France and was made a bishop at the
age of 43. His great desire was to proclaim the Gospel of Je-
sus to the Irish. A dream that he had called him to do mission
work in what was then a very pagan country: Ireland. He be-
gan his missionary work in places in Ireland where the faith
had never been preached. He ordained many priests, divided
the country into dioceses, held Church councils, founded sev-
eral monasteries and continually urged his people to greater
holiness in Christ. He suffered much opposition from pagan
druids and was criticized in both England and Ireland for the
way he conducted his mission. In a relatively short time, the
island had experienced deeply the Christian spirit, and was
prepared to send out missionaries whose efforts were greatly
responsible for Christianizing Europe. Patrick was a man of
action, with little inclination toward learning. He had a rock-like
belief in his mission to convert Ireland to Christianity. St Pat-
rick is one of the most popular saints in Western Christendom.
He is the Patron Saint of Ireland. He is said to have banished
the snakes from Ireland. (However, archeologists have proved
that there were never any snakes in Ireland. The “snakes”
probably represent the “pagans” whom he drove out of Ire-
land.) In his iconography St Patrick is most often seen in the
miter and vestments of a bishop carrying a bishop’s crozier
and a shamrock. It is said that he used the shamrock as a
teaching aid when preaching on the Trinity. While his feast
day on March 17 is celebrated with singing, parades, and
dancing, it is important to remember St Patrick is a saint who
knew all the trials of life on a painful journey. He is a saint who
understands our trials as we walk with Jesus and one another,
and is a willing intercessor on our behalf. (Interesting
note: Blue was the color originally associated with Saint Pat-
rick. It was only in the late 1700’s that green came to be asso-
ciated with Saint Patrick.)

Reflexiones Pastorales... De P. Carlos

Tres grandes fiestas tienen lugar cada tiempo de Cuaresma: el 19
de marzo es la Solemnidad de San José; El 25 de marzo es la
solemnidad de la Anunciacién (este afio se traslada al 8 de abril
porque el 25 de marzo cae en Semana Santa); y el 17 de marzo
es el "memorial" de San Patricio. La conmemoracion de San Patri-
cio se celebra en todo el mundo debido a la gran influencia de los
misioneros irlandeses. Se celebra con desfiles y muchas fiestas.
Se sabe que los obispos dispensan a los catolicos de las peniten-
cias cuaresmales en la fiesta de San Patricio. ¢Quién fue San
Patricio? Abundan las leyendas sobre Patricio; pero la verdad se
sirve mejor si vemos dos cualidades sdlidas en él: era humilde y
valiente. La determinacién de aceptar el sufrimiento y el éxito con
igual indiferencia guio la vida del instrumento de Dios para ganar
la mayor parte de Irlanda para Cristo. Los detalles de su vida son
inciertos. Patrick pudo haber nacido en Dunbarton, Escocia, Cum-
berland, Inglaterra, o en el norte de Gales. Se llamaba a si mismo
romano y britano. A los 16 afios, él y un gran nimero de esclavos
de su padre fueron capturados por invasores irlandeses y vendi-
dos como esclavos en Irlanda. Después de seis afios, Patrick es-
capd, probablemente a Francia, y mas tarde regresé a Gran Breta-
fia a la edad de 22 afios. Su cautiverio produjo una conversion
espiritual. Probablemente estudié en Francia y fue nombrado
obispo a la edad de 43 afios.Su gran deseo era proclamar el
Evangelio de JesUs a los irlandeses. Un suefio que lo habia
llamado a hacer trabajo misionero en lo que entonces era un pais
muy pagano: Irlanda. Comenzo su obra misionera en lugares de
Ilanda donde nunca se habia predicado la fe. Ordend a muchos
sacerdotes, dividié el pais en didcesis, celebrd concilios eclesiasti-
cos, fundé varios monasterios e instd continuamente a su pueblo a
una mayor santidad en Cristo.Sufrié mucha oposicion por parte de
los druidas paganos y fue criticado tanto en Inglaterra como en
Irlanda por la forma en que llevé a cabo su misién. En un tiempo
relativamente corto, la isla habia experimentado profundamente el
espiritu cristiano, y estaba preparada para enviar misioneros cuy-
os esfuerzos fueron en gran medida responsables de la cristian-
izacion de Europa. Patrick era un hombre de accién, con poca
inclinacion hacia el aprendizaje. Tenia una creencia similar a la de
una roca en su mision de convertir a Irlanda al cristianismo. San
Patricio es uno de los santos mas populares de la cristiandad occi-
dental. Es el santo patrén de Irlanda. Se dice que desterro a las
serpientes de Irlanda. (Sin embargo, los arquedlogos han de-
mostrado que nunca hubo serpientes en Irlanda. Las "serpientes”
probablemente representan a los "paganos" a quienes expulsé de
Ilanda). En su iconografia, San Patricio se ve con mayor frecuen-
cia en la mitra y las vestiduras de un obispo que lleva un baculo de
obispo y un trébol. Se dice que usaba el trébol como ayuda para la
ensefianza cuando predicaba sobre la Trinidad. Si bien su fiesta
del 17 de marzo se celebra con cantos, desfiles y bailes, es im-
portante recordar que San Patricio es un santo que conoci6 todas
las pruebas de la vida en un viaje doloroso. El es un santo que
entiende nuestras pruebas mientras caminamos con Jesus y los
unos con los otros, y es un intercesor dispuesto a nuestro favor.
(Nota interesante: El azul era el color originalmente asociado con
San Patricio. Fue solo a finales de 1700 que el verde lleg6 a aso-
ciarse con San Patricio).
