Pastoral Reflections...from Fr. Charles

Ash Wednesday is always a special day whether you are
Catholic or non-Catholic. People deeply want to begin again,
to start over, to make things better. It's an internal de-

sire. We all have that internal desire. So let’s all make this
Lent a special response to that desire. As people of God
whose mission it is to make our lives better, to make our
families better, and to make our society better, let's make of
the entire Lenten Season a period of special “penitential”
observance...joyful penitential observance. Following the
instructions of our Catholic Church, let’s fast and abstain
from meat on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday. It's our
Catholic way. No Catholic Christian will lightly excuse him-
self/herself from this traditional and holy obligation on the
Wednesday which solemnly opens the Lenten season (this
is more important than being marked with ashes) and on that
Friday called "Good" because Christ suffered for us and died
so that we would not have to end our life in an unending
death. For all other weekdays of Lent, let’s try sincerely to
participate at daily Mass, at least once or twice a week. Let's
take time out on Tuesdays to spend an hour before the
Blessed Sacrament in our beautiful church. Let's read a
chapter or two or three from our Lenten book, “Rediscover
Jesus” (Vuelve a Descubrir a Jesus). The book has forty
chapters to help us find Jesus again, or maybe for the first
time. Let’s be more generous with our time, our talents, our
treasures. On Fridays, let’s follow the words of Pope Francis:
“Slow down, then, and pause.” Take time out to join the
community in a fish supper on Fridays and then pray the
Stations of the Cross in Church (Via Crucis). Really, that's
not a whole lot to add to our daily/weekly life. In fact, it's al-
most nothing. But it's going to open us up to the presence of
God, to the presence of Jesus, and to making us more sen-
sitive to one another as brothers and sisters on our journey
through a world that we intensely desire to be a better place
to live.

en una muerte sin fin. Para todos los demas dias de la semana de
Cuaresma, tratemos sinceramente de participar en la Misa diaria,
al menos una o dos veces por semana. Tomemos un tiempo los
martes para pasar una hora ante el Santisimo Sacramento en
nuestra hermosa iglesia. Leamos un capitulo o dos o tres de nues-
tro libro de Cuaresma, "Redescubre a Jesus". El libro tiene
cuarenta capitulos para ayudarnos a encontrar a Jesus de nuevo, o
tal vez por primera vez. Seamos mas generosos con nuestro tiem-
po, nuestros talentos, nuestros tesoros. Los viernes, sigamos las
palabras del Papa Francisco: "Méas despacio, entonces, y haz una
pausa". Tomese un tiempo para unirse a la comunidad en una
cena de pescado los viernes y luego rece el Via Crucis en la Iglesia
(Via Crucis). Realmente, eso no es mucho para agregar a nuestra
vida diaria / semanal. De hecho, es casi nada. Pero nos va a abrir
a la presencia de Dios, a la presencia de Jesus, y nos va a hacer
mas sensibles los unos a los otros como hermanos y hermanas en
nuestro viaje a través de un mundo que deseamos intensamente
que sea un lugar mejor para vivir.
