Pastoral Reflections...from Fr. Charles

“Habemus Papam.” (We have a Pope.) These were the words spo-
ken to the world a little more than an hour after Cardinal Robert
Prevost was elected the 267t successor of Saint Peter. The name
that the new pope chose was “Leo XIV.” He was born in Chicago.
That made him an American. He is also a citizen of Peru. That
made him a South American. He was a member of the Augustinian
religious order. That made him a follower of Saint Augustine, a great
doctor of the church who was also a very “human” person who knew
his sinful side as well as his desire for holiness. Saint Augustine’s
book, “The Confessions of Saint Augustine,” is a classic story of con-
version. But who was “Leo XIII,” the last pope to take the name of
“Leo.” Pope Francis chose “Francis” because of St. Francis’ simplici-
ty, poverty, all-encompassing love (we are all brothers and sisters)...
all of which were part of Pope Francis’ direction for the church. Pope
Benedict chose “Benedict” because Saint Benedict was central to a
renewal and of Christianity in Europe. Pope John Paul Il chose
“John Paul” to show that he was going to move the church in the
direction of both Pope John XXIIl and Pope Paul VI, both of whom
were champions of the Second Vatican Council. There is definitely a
significance in the name that a pope chooses. So what is Pope Leo
XIIl known for that made Cardinal Prevost chose the name “Leo.”
Well, the famous social encyclical, “Rerum Novarum,” was authored
by Pope Leo XIlI. In that famous encyclical, written in 1891, Pope
Leo Xl outlined the rights of workers to a fair wage, safe working
conditions, and the formation of trade unions, while affirming the
rights to property and free enterprise, opposing both socialism and
laissez-faire capitalism. Will this be a direction in Pope Leo XVI's
papacy? Time will tell. Butin Pope Leo XIV's first address from the
balcony at St. Peter’s, he mentioned Pope Francis several times. He
mentioned immigration. He mentioned dialogue. He mentioned a
Church open to all. From that opening statement, well-written and
written within the two hours since his election, he seemed to indicate
that he will be leading the Church in the path set out by Pope Fran-
cis. Again, time will tell. It amazes me that once again the Holy Spirit
surprised us with the election of Cardinal Robert Prevost. He was a
Cardinal for only two years and no one seemed to have him on their
list of candidates. Let's not see him as North American, South Ameri-
can, or Augustinian. He is the Holy Spirit's choice to guide God’s
people, all of us, (todos, todos, todos) on our journey to God.

“Habemus Papam.” Estas fueron las palabras dichas al mundo poco
mas de una hora después de que el cardenal Robert Prevost fue elegi-
do el 267° sucesor de San Pedro. El nombre que eligié el nuevo papa
fue “Leon XIV." Nacio en Chicago. Eso lo hizo un estadounidense.
También es ciudadano de Peru. Eso lo hizo un sudamericano. El fue
miembro de la orden religiosa agustiniana. Eso lo convirtié en un se-
guidor de San Agustin, un gran doctor de la iglesia que también era
una persona muy *humana” que conocia su lado pecador asi como su
deseo de santidad. El libro de San Agustin, “Las Confesiones de San
Agustin,” es una historia clasica de conversion. Pero, ;quién fue “Ledn
XIII,” el ultimo papa en tomar el nombre de “Ledn™? El Papa Francisco
eligi6é "Francisco" por la simplicidad, pobreza y amor abarcador de San
Francisco (todos somos hermanos y hermanas)... todo lo cual fue parte
de la direccion del Papa Francisco para la iglesia. El Papa Benedicto
eligié "Benedicto" porque San Benito fue central para una renovacion
del cristianismo en Europa. El Papa Juan Pablo Il eligi6 "Juan Pablo"
para mostrar que iba a mover la iglesia en la direccién de ambos, el
Papa Juan XXIII 'y el Papa Pablo VI, quienes fueron defensores del
Segundo Concilio Vaticano. P Definitivamente hay un significado en el
nombre que elige un Papa. Entonces, ¢ por qué es conocido el Papa
Leon XIlI que hizo que el cardenal Prevost eligiera el nombre de
"Ledn"? Bueno, la famosa enciclica social, "Rerum Novarum", fue es-
crita por el Papa Leon XIII. En esa famosa enciclica, escrita en 1891,

Pero en el primer discurso del Papa Ledn XIV desde el balcén
en San Pedro, mencion6 al Papa Francisco en varias ocasiones. Men-
ciond la inmigracion. Menciond el didlogo. Menciond una Iglesia abierta
a todos. A partir de esa declaracion inicial, bien escrita y redactada
dentro de las dos horas desde su eleccion, parece indicar que dirigira
la Iglesia por el camino trazado por el Papa Francisco. Una vez mas, el
tiempo lo dira. Me sorprende que una vez mas el Espiritu Santo nos
haya sorprendido con la eleccién del Cardenal Robert Prevost. Fue
cardenal por solo dos afios y nadie parecia tenerlo en su lista de candi-
datos. No lo veamos como norteamericano, sudamericano o agustini-
ano. El es la eleccién del Espiritu Santo para guiar al pueblo de Dios, a
todos nosotros, (todos, todos, todos) en nuestro camino hacia Dios.
